ANSWERS TO COMMONLY ASKED QUESTIONS FOR NEW ADMITTEES

Do I have to turn in a separate petition for each court?

Each court requires an originally signed petition, however, you can complete one petition
without the signature and list the name of each court you are interested in joining at the top
of the first page. Make a copy of the completed petition for each court you are applying to
and sign each, individually.

Do I have to type the petitions?

This requirement has been waived for this program. Petitions do not have to be typed, but
they have to be printed legibly.

Which forms must I submit for the Eastern District?

Besides the petition, the Eastern District requires that you fill out and return Attachments A
and B and the Attorney Registration Form for Electronic Case Filing. If you have already
completed the CM/ECF training on-line, fill out and return the Certificate of Completion
form. If you meet the requirements as stated on the form, complete the CM/ECF Waiver
form. DO NOT mail these forms to the clerk’s office as stated on the bottom of the form,
but include them with this packet.

Which forms must I submit for the Western District?

Besides the petition, the Western District requires that you complete Attachments A and B
and the Written Qath to Practice and submit it, along with a Certificate of Good Standing,
IF you were admitted to practice more than 30 days before November 16, 2011.

Which forms must I submit for the Middle District?

The Middle District is no longer accepting hard copies of petitions, but requires that
applications for admission to practice is completed on line. The registration link is
http://www.lamd.uscourts.gov/BarAdmission/Default.aspx.. Selecting New Orleans on the drop
down bar for the mass swearing in ceremony site will direct them to send your certificate to
the Eastern District Courthouse for distribution at the program.

Can I write out one check to cover everything?

You must submit a separate check for each court. If more than one attorney from a firm is
attending, their fees for being admitted to the Western District can be combined in one
check, but the fees for admission to the Eastern District should be on separate checks for
each attorney. Please indicate the name(s) of the petitioning attorney on the check.




The fees for attending the program and joining the FBA are combined in the registration fee.
That check should be made payable to Federal Bar Association. One check for all attorneys
from the same firm may be submitted with the attorneys names clearly identified on the
check.

How do I complete the Application for Membership in the Federal Bar Association?

1. When completing the Application Information section, be sure to provide
permanent contact information, in the event you change firms in the future.

2. Under the Bar Admission and Law School Information section, most of you will
fall under the first section, “U.S.” The Court of Record pertains to the very first
time you were admitted to practice law anywhere and is required information to
determine your level of membership and fees required. The section labeled

3. Practice Information is also a determinant of fees required for membership, as those
in the Public Sector pay a discounted rate. Check off all areas that apply to your
practice.

4. Membership Levels is divided into three sections. The first, “Sustaining
Membership” is voluntary and provides additional support to the causes of the FBA
and affords the member certain extra benefits in the form of discounts on registration
fees for national CLE programs and events.
